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On September 28, 2007 at 11:30 AM I, Linda J. Dygert, Date of Birth 01/13/52
residing at 2977 W. Lydius St., Schenectady, N.Y. 12303 state the following:

I was employed at the Town of Guilderland Police Department from March
1998 through April of 2003 as an administrative secretary working directly for
the former Chief, James Murley. He would often talk about going to Turning
Stone Casino to gamble using the slot machines and was very open about this. He
would often leave on a Thursday or Friday afternoon and return the following
week very often missing Monday and Tuesday at work. Carol Lawlor, the present
Acting Chief has told me that Murley once called her at her home to borrow
money for gambling. Murley often borrowed money from the civilian staff for
small things like coffee and donuts and would also expect us to go to the
Hannafords Supermarket to get these items for him.

Regarding sexual harassment, I can only describe Murley as a predator. He
was very open and obnoxious about commenting about females, whether they
were employees or customers and these comments were always sexual in nature.
He would often stand by the window staring at passing females and use the term
“Schwang”. He would constantly stare at me and many other females from head
to toe and literally drooll while looking directly at women’s breasts. He would
also make comments such as: “Linda your looking really good”, “Your easy on the
eyes”, “How much do you weigh?” He would often invite me to dinner or to go to
Martha’s Vineyard in Mass. with him. Whenever I would have to be the last
person to leave the office he would intentionally stay behind to continue this
sexual harassment. He once walked up behind me and attempted to massage my
shoulders that annoyed and nauseated me. I immediately got up from my desk
and told him I needed to go to the ladies room to get away from him. Lt. Curtis
Cox was definitely aware of this situation because I had spoken with him about
this. I also definitely spoke with Carol Lawlor about this but she was no help in
stopping this constant sexual harassment. The public was normally charged a
$3.00 fee for a copy of an accident report but if the person was an attractive
female Murley would always personally handle the request and would not charge
the fee. He would also very often be waiting outside as I walked to my car at the
end of the day and whistle at me and make the “Schwang”. I very often felt fearful
that if I said anything to him about his sexual harassment there would be some

retribution to either myself or my family. I would never want to be alone with . é ;



I always felt that he would make my life or my husbands’
life miserable by using his authority as the Police Chief. I always felt that he was
